Abstract

This study aimed to evaluate performance in the written expression of
students at the basic stage in Jordan, and specifically the study sought to
answer the following two questions:

1 — What are the written expression skills for students in Ninth grade?
2 - What levels of performance of the sample for these skills in the light of an
objective tool prepared by the researcher?

To answer the question of the study was chosen tool to measure the
performance of expressive writing for the stage of basic and applied the tool
