Abstract

In light of cognitive integration concept, this study aimed to design
and build a comprehensive and elastic knowledge-based risk management
model for business organizations. The importance of this study comes
through; first: the contemporary perspective of knowledge management
which focuses on learning, creativity and innovation that leads to the
development of intellectual capital of organizations. Second, the
importance of being ready to deal with the deliberate surrounding risks.
In order to achieve the objectives of this study the researcher divided this
study, in its application side , to two parts: the first theoretical application
by using the methodology of content analysis and based on the extended
readings and in-depth analysis and synthesis, which produced an
assessment of some of the previous knowledge based risk management
models by designing a scale to assess how knowledge management
contributed to enhancing risk management in those models, after testing
the validity of the scale, it was applied a list of 76 cognitive methods and
tools has been produced, Last but not least, the study presented a
comprehensive and resilient knowledge based risk management model
based on the cognitive integration concept. The second was the use of the
focus group approach to test the validity of models and the feasibility and
usefulness of their application in business organizations. A focus group
discussion session was carried out by the use of communication means
such as telephone and e-mail was used to involve some international
experts who could not attend the session. The study recommended that
organizations adopt this model regardless of their size and activities, the
study also provided an implementation mechanism, using a case study
methodology based on semi-structured interviews.
