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Abstract

This study aimed to identify Sultan Al-Mansur Qalawun and Al-Ashraf Khalil
and their role in ending the Crusader presence in the region. The Crusader presence
during the reign of Sultan Al-Mansur Qalawun was not coherent, but the
disagreements were spreading in it. So Qalawun found this an opportunity to pounce
on the remaining Crusader Emirates. So he sent a military campaign that was able to
seize Latakia in the year (686H = 1287G). After two years, the Sultan himself went
out to Tripoli at the head of a large force of more than forty thousand soldiers, and
besieged it for thirty-four days, then it surrendered in (Rabi Al-Thani 688H / April
1289@G). Sultan Al-Mansour died without realizing his hope to liberate another city of
Acre the last Crusader Emirates.

King Al-Ashraf Khalil followed his father, Sultan Qalawun (689-693H / 1290-
1293G), and King Al-Ashraf Khalil was able to enter history by confronting the
Crusaders and uprooting their presence from roots. He began to return Acre. After
that the cities of Tyre and Sidon fell down and the Levant land was liberated from the
Crusaders. These campaigns he carried out were faith and spiritual campaigns that
marked with establishing gathering nights, reading the Quran, and urging for Jihad.
His alliance with the princes of Acre, Hama, Damascus, Tripoli, and Homs had a
great effect to achieve his victories against the Crusaders. After that he prepared for
the liberation of Iraq, but destiny did not give him the opportunity to achieve his

goals, as he fell as a martyr as a result of the conspiracies arranged by the Mamluk



princes, Let the Mamluks enter a new role in its history, which spanned nearly two

and a half centuries of rule in the region.
